The National Commission for Women and Children (NCWC) under the RGoB — UN one Annual
Workplan for Outcome 3 on Gender Equality, Empowerment and Protection of Women and Children for
2014-2015 had planned an activity 3.4.1.4 ‘TA support to the NCWC for undertaking Child Protection
Activities” which is to be used for the drafting of the Standard Operating Procedures for the Management
and Referral of Cases of Women and Children in Difficult Circumstances.
